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Drive Strap Replacement Guide


Step 1: Remove old drive strap from Destemmer.
Step 2: Remove old glue from metal surface’s using “Goof Off”*. Use scraper to remove old glue. Repeat application as needed to remove old glue. Wipe with clean cloth.
Step 3:
Measure and cut new drive strap. Punch hole in one end then pull around and mark the other hole. Punch 3/8” short so strap is tight.
Step 4:
Lightly hand sand using 150 grit sandpaper or emery cloth on back side of drive strap.
Step 5:
Apply Weldwood contact cement* to both surfaces and let stand for 20 minutes until glue looks dry.
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Step 6:
Install both bolts in drive strap about ½ way laying upside down. Then wrap one end around and using a Philips screw driver, pry belt around the other end. Be careful not to let strap touch glued surface until the drive strap is lined up. An extra hand would be helpful in this procedure. 
Step 7: Apply pressure to drive strap using screw driver handle and press on drive strap to get a tight fit. Tighten bolts snug and trim strap that squeezed out to prevent drive tires from rubbing.
* Both Goof Off and Weldwood contact cement can be purchased at local Hardware or paint stores.
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
